


EXPLANATION OF VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES AT CURTSINGER ELEMENTARY

BOOK FAIR COMMITTEE - The Book Fair is a PTA sponsored fundraiser with all net proceeds going to the Curtsinger
Library. The Book Fair takes place in early November and late March. Volunteers for the committee will help the chairperson
organize, set up and decorate for the Book Fair. Volunteers receive a 10% discount at the Book Fair.

PTA MEETING/EVENT HELP — Volunteers will help during PTA meeting nights (Art Night, Eddie Coker, etc.) with
serving food, manning booths, baking goodies, etc. as necessary. You can pick and choose which meetings nights you want to
help out with.

FUNDRAISING —This volunteer position will vary according to the needs of the current Fundraising Chairperson.
Volunteers will assist with misc. tasks such as the handing out and collecting of sales brochure packets and counting all of the
orders and money. Volunteers will also get a chance to work on other fundraiser projects, such as the Golf Tournament or the
Curtsinger Raffle.

PARENTS ON DUTY - This volunteer position will help unload cars quickly and safely and keep the students exiting cars,
as well as Safety patrol students, safe at all times.

WELCOMING COMMITTEE - This committee will help new students and their families feel welcome on the
Curtsinger campus and will establish an ongoing relationship with the newcomers to help them become familiar with all that
Frisco has to offer. You will help organize and prepare a “WELCOMING PACKET” for distribution to parents of new

students and will organize informal gatherings to get acquainted with everyone.

REFLECTIONS COMMITTEE - The Reflections Program is a National PTA sponsored Art program to encourage
students to participate in the arts! Volunteers will help the chairperson copy the rules, help at the information meeting for the
students, and help collect the art and get judges in late November or early December.

TALENT SHOW COMMITTEE - The talent show committee will consist of 6-8 members who will be managing
Curtsinger’s Talent Show night in May. We will need a chairman to run this committee and oversee all planning of this
important event for our students.

MISC. DAYTIME HELP-This job is perfect for anyone with a flexible schedule during the school day. You might be
called to help with health screenings, school pictures, or to set-up for a music program. You might help with Red Ribbon
Week or help pass out spirit wear. You can accept or decline to volunteer based on your own personal schedule.

LIBRARY - Give up one hour a week (you pick the day & time) to help Mrs. Scott in the library doing misc. things —
helping students check in/out books, shelving books, writing out certificates of achievement, etc. You’ll never work for a more
appreciative person!!

HOSPITALITY AND STAFF APPRECIATION — This consists of volunteers striving to express appreciation to the
staff at Curtsinger in different ways throughout the year. 1) STAFF LUNCHEONS - Parents will be asked to either
provide a dish or be available to help where needed at staff luncheons, held during the school day or on teacher workdays.
